DID YOU KNOW...
What is Environmental Prevention?  

Ever notice that the beer is often stacked at the front of the store?  So do teens.  Access to alcohol is one of the most important prevention issues for Napa County families.  

 

Environmental Prevention in the context of youth and alcohol means:

 

*Reducing access to places and events that serve alcohol
*Changing consequences of good/bad behaviors
*Changing the physical design of a place or event
*Modifying local policies and ordinances 
 

Research has shown a VERY STRONG link between environmental prevention strategies and reduction of rates of drug and alcohol use among teens (CADCA, 2010).  Awareness campaigns alone are not shown to be effective unless used in conjunction with an environmental prevention strategy.
